The impedance of an electrode pair connected gel-to-gel, in series with a 50 ohm (Q) load and measured
at the maximum rated energy of the defibrillator shall not exceed 3 ohms.

Compliance is checked by placing a pair of electrodes gel-to-gel in series with a 50 Q) load across the
output of the defibrillator. While monitoring the voltage across both the electrode pair and the resistor, the
defibrillator is set to 360 J or its maximum rated energy and discharged through the circuit. The ratio of
the peak voltages impressed across the electrodes should be less than or equal to 3:50.
